A cappella? come on, that's great! and the amazing thing about it is, they pull it off
beautifully within the context of the song and the music. Funk? get down funky, that explodes with power. I
can't tell you how many old (70s) influences I spotted & I loved every one of them. Most kids nowadays
would never spot the Deep Purple bass lines in (damn, now I can't think of which song, I'm sorry, but I don't
have time to listen to it now) but instead will just jam along with 'em, while people of my age
group/background will smile with delight to see a young, up and coming band express their music with nods
to the "Classic” Heavy Metal pioneers. I could list others but I must close.
